	Obtain PowerPoint for Module 3 Lesson 4. Let students know that at the conclusion of this lesson they should be able to summarize tips for using technology responsibly and evaluate their online presence based on what they have learned.

Use the PowerPoint file with detailed teacher notes to lead a discussion about the following technology-related topics: the prevalence of and uses of technology in college students’ daily lives; the potential risks using technology irresponsibly exposes students to; and how to mitigate those risks by becoming “tech-savvy” and “web wise.” 
Guided Practice

Divide the class in pairs. Distribute the packet of Spacebookster pages to each pair. Tell them to assume that they are moving to a new city, and that they have been using Spacebookster to check out profiles of a few people for a potential roommate for their new apartment. Each pair should identify the top two profiles of people with whom they would like to be roommates. Do not tell the students that these profiles are based on specific people/characters at the beginning of the activity; they should assume that they’re simply generic, made-up profiles. 
Ask each group to share their choices and provide a rationale for why they think these individuals would be good candidates for a roommate. After the students have finished, make a list of all the individuals who have been chosen. Reveal the true identities from the Spacebookster profiles, and see if the students feel the same way once they know the actual identity of the people.  Collect the packets from each student pair when they have finished this activity.
